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The role you will undertake in a veterinary clinic is as much about animals as it is a people orientated 
profession as much as an animal one. Whatever role a person holds in a veterinary clinic, including the 
veterinary nursing assistant, they need to be able to demonstrate excellent inter- personal skills and have an 
aptitude for working with people.
